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MALYON COLLEGE

At Malyon we recognise that the world is changing. These are times of great challenge and
opportunity.

I The Australian College of Theology

The ACT was established under the auspices of the General Synod of the Anglican Church of Australia in 1891.
The ACT is a company limited by guarantee governed by a nine-member Board of Directors. The Anglican Primate
of Australia presides as the chairman of meetings of the company which consists of 54 persons (in 2010). The
ACT is an Australasian provider of state accredited higher education courses leading to awards in theology and
other disciplines related to Christian ministry. The ACT operates as an ecumenical consortium of some 2,500
students enrolled in 19 Bible and theological colleges approved to teach the awards of the ACT. These awards
range from two-year diplomas, three-year undergraduate and coursework masters degrees to masters and
doctoral research degrees.

The ACT has a centrally devised and managed curriculum and a quality assurance process that are applied across
the whole network of affiliated colleges. The day-to-day educational system is managed by the Dean from the
ACT office in Sydney. Academic governance is the responsibility of the Academic Board which oversees all
academic activities of the College. The standing committees of the Academic Board share this responsibility by
monitoring the quality of delivery and resourcing, developing policy, and reviewing the course structure for
research, coursework and diploma courses. The membership of the Academic Board and its committees is
comprised mostly of faculty members of affiliated colleges. A number of senior university academics are
represented to help ensure that ACT practice (especially in the outcome of the consideration of research
examiner’s reports and general academic policy) remains comparable with the standards of and best practice in
the university sector.

As a HEP under the Higher Education Support Act, the College was required to undergo a quality audit conducted
by the Australian Universities Quality Agency (AUQA). The AUQA Audit Report was publicly released on the
AUQA website in February 2007.

In 2010 the company consists of 54 members composed in the following way:

(2) the Anglican Primate of Australian and the Dean of the ACT,

(2) the principals of 10 Anglican Theological Colleges,

(3) 21 persons elected by the House of Bishops of the General Synod,

(4) the principals of 11 affiliated colleges approved to deliver the research degrees of the ACT,

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UNIT DETAILS

I Unit Description

The mission of Malyon College is the “development of Christians of influence for the 21st
Century.” And yet, this simple statement raises big questions. What is distinctive about being
a “Christian”, in belief and practice? How are we to understand the way the world is presently,
both in its glory and brokenness? What is our vision for where the world should go? Creation,
Fall, Redemption. Understanding the shape of the biblical story, and seeing ourselves within
God’s mission, is key for Malyon students to fulfil their calling as Christians of influence.

How, then, should we look at and engage the world from a Christian perspective? A Christian
worldview is a comprehensive conception of the world from a Christian standpoint. The aims
of the unit are to enable students to develop an understanding of worldviews, and in
particular a Christian worldview. It also seeks to equip students to explore the application of
a Christian worldview to a variety of areas relevant to Christian ministry and life and to
provide students with the opportunity to apply a Christian worldview to one particular area.

I Workload Requirement

A unit will generally require about 10 hours per week for lectures for contact students or
home study for distance students, preparation and revision, and assignment work over
thirteen weeks. In addition, two study weeks are worked into each semester. Excluding the
study weeks, this generally averages out in this subject as follows:

UNIT ASSESSMENT

I Assessment Instructions

In completing assessments, students should note that:

1. The College requirements for the writing and submission of assignments are to be
adhered to at all times, as marks will be deducted for incorrect and poor presentation.
Of particular importance is that the official College title page is to be used, and that
the word length be indicated.

2. The current Assignment Style and Writing Guides are available to all students on the
Moodle site; it should be studied, both when starting out and at the beginning of each
academic year as adjustments or changes may be made from time-to-time.

3. The due date is non-negotiable; in exceptional circumstances students are to adhere
to College protocol for requesting permission for late submission. Penalties for late
submission are set at 5% per College week. The Assignment Style Guide contains
details of the protocols to be followed.

4, With respect to length, students are permitted to write at a length of 10% either side
of the stated length; for example, a 1000-word assignment should be within a 900-
1100 word length. Students will be penalized 1% per 100 words, or part thereof, under
or over the stipulated length.

5. With respect to the List of References, a specific number of references will not be set;
however, students should note the guidelines indicated for the specific assessment
requirement. However, students should note that:

a. Bibles (including study Bibles), basic dictionaries and devotional guides are not
regarded as academic references.
b. Electronic sources should generally not number more than half the required

number of references, and should be used with caution.

6. The failure to adhere to the stipulated assessment format requirements will be
penalized as follows:
a. Body of assignment:

i. 1%t level — 1%

ii. 2" and subsequent levels — 2%
b. List of References and referencing:

i. 1%t level — 1%

ii. 2" and subsequent levels — 2%
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I Grade Criteria

Bachelor’s students at the foundational undergraduate degree 300-level should note
that grades are awarded on the following criteria:

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ASSESSMENT REQUIREMENTS

I Requirement 1: “God at Work” Essay or Video and Transcript

Following the examples in the Module notes, students identify their main vocation/frontline
(e.g. teacher, carpenter, student), exploring how this work sits within the biblical story, and
what it means to live faithfully at the crossroads of Christ and culture, joining God’s work in
the world.

1. Describe your vocation

2. Where do you see creational intent in this vocation? (Creation)

3. How has cultural idolatry (sin) warped this vocation? (Fall)

4. How might you participate redemptively with healing action as you seek first the
Kingdom of God? (Redemption)

Students have the option of presenting this exploration as either a referenced essay, or a
well-made 4-5 minute video creatively depicting their frontline (with accompanying
transcript). In both options, students must evidence engagement with worldview thinking
both in general and in particular concerning your vocation.

Learning Outcomes addressed: A2-3; B2-3; C1-2.
Unit Content covered: B5(a-c); C7.

The key assessment criteria for this requirement are as follows:

1.  Sound grasp of underlying course content.

2. Coherent and creative communication of a Christian worldview, framed by the biblical
story of creation, fall, and redemption.

3. Relevant and insightful analysis and application of this worldview to personal
experience, critically reflecting on both belief and practice.

4.  The number and diversity of sources is indicative of appropriate research, dialoguing
with a range of perspectives (essay) OR The transcript demonstrates deep worldview
thinking in touch with appropriate scholarship (video)

5. Requirements for the writing of assignments have been adhered to (essay)

OR Requirements for creative and effective audio-visual communication were
demonstrated (video)

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I Requirement 2: Forum Posts

As part of engaging with the set text and extra required readings, students are to complete a
series of basic forum posts for modules two to twelve. Each post must address at least the
set text for that module, and students must comment on at least one other person’s post per
module (comments aren’t counted in the word length).

In each post, students are to clearly address the following four categories:
-a question—something you don’t understand, or want to clarify
-a challenge—something with which you disagree, or want to further nuance
-an implication—“so what” for how this teaching shapes your worldview
-an application—something useful right now in your context, to live out the text

Note that you are expected to post your responses each week to the “forum” bubble on
Moodle (under each Module) before class as lecture preparation that sows into discussions
in the third session of each class. However, you are to gather and re-edit 6 of the 11 posts
for official submission as an assessment requirement on Moodle (including interaction with
one other student each week, not counted in the word length).

That is, you must choose and respond to 3 of the 6 Module pre-readings in weeks 2-7
(collectively due via Moodle on Wednesday September 13, 2017 = assessment requirement
2a), and a further 3 of the 5 Module pre-readings in weeks 8-12 (collectively due on
Wednesday October 25, 2017 = assessment requirement 2b), allowing roughly 200 words
per response. Indicate in these submissions the Modules to which you are responding.

With clear reference to Scripture and other academic sources develop a theoretical
framework to assist you and others in approaching (i.e., explaining/describing,
understanding/evaluating, and transforming/redeeming) your area of interest from a
Christian perspective. (1200 words)

Part B

Identify a secular piece of work relevant to your area of interest (e.g., a book, newspaper,
movie, television show, music, visual art etc.) where the worldview significantly diverges
from a Christian worldview. Provide a detailed analysis of the work from a worldview
perspective in which you intentionally critique the work from a Christian worldview
perspective, and seek its redemption through strategic changes. (1300 words)

This format may help you structure your critique:
e Provide a short statement of the background to the work
(what is it, who created it, what purpose does it serve, who is the target consumer)
e What is the worldview that informs the work?
e How is the worldview similar to a Christian worldview?
e How is the worldview dissimilar to a Christian worldview?
e How might a Christian modify this work, to augment the good and restrain the bad?
